Blue is what is currently on the books, Red is the proposed change or addition, and green is the rational behind the change.

ARTICLE XIII

FUNDS 
Section 1
A minimum of 10% of all general fundraising shall be set aside in a separate uniform fund for the purpose of purchasing new uniforms for the Instrumental Music Department of Valley Forge High School.  This fund is to be on deposit with an insured savings institution at the highest yield compatible with the organization’s plan for purchasing uniforms.

Section 2
In the event of dissolution of the Valley Forge Instrumental Music Boosters, after authorized payment of all outstanding debts, the remaining monies shall be donated to the Valley Forge High School Instrumental Music Program.  If the Valley Forge High School Instrumental Music program is no longer in existence, the monies shall be donated to any Valley Forge High School program at the discretion of a majority vote of the Valley Forge Instrumental Music Boosters

ARTICLE XIII

FUNDS

Section 1
A minimum of 10% of all general fundraising shall be set aside in a separate uniform fund for the purpose of purchasing new uniforms for the Instrumental Music Department of Valley Forge High School.  This fund is to be on deposit with an insured savings institution at the highest yield compatible with the organization’s plan for purchasing uniforms.

Section 2 A
 In the event of the Valley Forge High School Music Department  is no longer in existence, the remaining monies, after authorized payment of all outstanding debts, and an audit is performed, shall be donated to any current or  a new Valley Forge High School program at the discretion of and by a majority vote of the Valley Forge Instrumental Music Boosters.  This donation shall occur no sooner than July 1st of the subsequent fiscal year, following the decision to dissolve the music program.  The current president and treasurer would be the trustees of the account, and perform the legal actions necessary.  (Rational: This would be in case there is no music department at VF.  We could upon voting, donate it to an existing group for example - Project Santa, etc. or make a new scholarship, etc.  We would hold everything in escrow for a full fiscal year just in case the district reinstates music at VF and the boosters can remain.  The booster s would still be in existence although inactive until that time.)
Section 2B 
In the event that Valley Forge High School, by action from the Parma City School District is closed, the remaining monies, after authorized payment of all outstanding debts, and an audit is performed, shall be donated to the Music Booster group(s), or Music Departments at the building(s) where the displaced Valley Forge students would attend, and/or to the Parma City School District High School Music Department(s) at the discretion of and by a majority vote of the Valley Forge Instrumental Music Boosters.  If there is no Parma City School District High School Music Department(s), the monies shall be donated to a music related program at the discretion of and a majority vote of the Valley Forge Instrumental Music Boosters.  (Rational: This would be if VF closed its doors and all the students went to other high schools.  The monies would follow the students to their new high schools or at least the high school music dept at the district level.  If VF closed its doors AND there was no high school music dept at the board level then the music could be donated to an outside music program or charity.) 
Section 2C
In the event that Valley Forge Music students are reassigned partially or wholly to one or more schools, funds will be donated proportionally to the Music Booster group(s) or Music Department(s) they now attend, after an audit is performed.  The students would have to be registered in an instrumental program at Valley Forge and then also at their new school to qualify for the money to be donated.  These funds would come from their Student  Accts. #31 (Rational: This would be if the high schools get divided between grades 9,10 in one building and 11,12 in another building – one of them being VF.   The funds coming from Account 31 means the student account funds follow the student)  * Note – We do not know if the other music booster groups would be willing to do the same if VF received new transferred students from their schools 
Section 2D
In the event of dissolution of the Valley Forge Instrumental Music Boosters, after authorized payment of all outstanding debts, the remaining monies shall be donated to the Valley Forge High School Instrumental Music program. (Rational: The dissolution of the boosters MUST occur last, as none of the actions could take place if the boosters were dissolved first.)
